COMPETITION ENTRY AND SIZE OF TEAMS

Competition entry
8.1.1.1 McKenzie Shield (Under 14)
This competition is conducted under the Rules of the Cricket Council
and shall be restricted to players under 14 years of age as at the end
of August in the year the season commenced.
8.1.1.2  Inverarity Shield (Under 13)
This competition is conducted under the Rules of the Cricket Council
and shall be restricted to players under 13 years of age as at the end
of August in the year the season commenced.
Each team entered in this Competition must be under the charge of a controlling
officer, who may act as umpire for his team in the absence of an official umpire.
Rules 7.6.2.12 and 7.6.2.15 of the Saturday Morning Competitions shall also
apply to these competitions.
All matches are played on SUNDAYS with the following special playing conditions
pertaining to the age groups.

Size of teams
A team shall consist of 12 players, only 11 of whom shall be allowed on the field
at any one time. Only 11 players are allowed to bat.

HOURS OF PLAY AND BOWLERS' LIMITATIONS
Hours of Play

Commence: 1.00pm
Field Drinks: 2.00pm - 2.05pm
Tea: 3.25pm - 3.45pm
Field Drinks: 4.45pm - 4.50pm
Conclude: 6.10pm

At 3.25pm, the team bowling first will complete the over in progress if the
required number of overs has not already been bowled. After the completion
of this over, the batting team’s innings will close and tea will be taken.

The team batting second will then receive the same number of overs it bowled
to the team batting first, provided the team batting first was not dismissed.

If the team batting first has been dismissed, the team batting second will
receive their full allocation of overs for the match.

The intention shall always be for both teams to receive the same number of
overs in the match, unless either team has been dismissed beforehand. No
penalties apply for slow over rates. If playing time is lost, the aim must always
be for both teams to have equal overs for a result to be achieved.

Bowler’s Restrictions

(i) No bowler shall bowl more than 8 six-ball overs in an innings.

(i) Inadelayed or interrupted match where the overs are reduced no bowler
may bowl more than one-fifth of the total overs allowed

(iii) ~ No single spell of bowling, other than for a genuine finger or wrist spin-
ner, shall exceed 4 overs

(iv)  Other than for a genuine finger or wrist spinner, a break of at least 20
minutes must be taken between spells

(v) A bowler who has bowled less that 4 overs may resume bowling prior to
the completion of the mandatory break as defined above, but this will be
considered an extension of the same spell, and the limit of overs in total
for the spell will still apply. Following the completion of the spell (up to
a maximum of 4 overs), the normal break between spells will apply - the
break between the overs within the spells is disregarded.

(vi)  Should a bowler have completed less than 4 overs prior to having a break
of at least 20 minutes, then these overs will constitute the commence-
ment of a new spell and are not considered as the continuation of the
previous spell.

MATCH RULES AND CONDITIONS OF PLAY

Special Conditions

(i) An approved ball shall be used. Refer to rule 3.13 for a list of approved
balls in this competition.

(i) The boundaries shall be 60 metres from the centre of the pitch.

(iii)  No player shall field any closer than half a pitch length in a semi-circle in
front of the wicket. Where this area is not marked common sense shall
prevail. If a breach is evident a waming shall be given before the ball is
bowled. If after a waming a further breach occurs "no ball" shall be called.

Conditions of play

(i) One innings per side being limited to 240 balls, provided however that
if the side batting first has not been dismissed and has not received the
required number of balls in the time allowed, the side batting second
shall only receive the same number of legitimate balls as bowled to the
side batting first.

(i) In the event of a match starting late, owing to weather or state of the
ground, the number of overs in each innings shall be reduced by agree-
ment between the two captains on the basis of one over for each three
minutes of lost time. This reduction shall be from the total number of overs

in the match ie 80 overs and the tea break shall be adjusted accordingly.

(i) A minimum match shall consist of half the original number of overs.

(iv)  If the side batting second has passed the side batting first's score before
they have received their allotted number of overs, they must continue to
bat on for their allotted number of overs as incentive points for batting
and bowling still apply.

Unfinished Match

(i) If a match remains unfinished, the winner shall be the side which has
scored the faster in runs per over provided that 84 balls have been
bowled at the side batting second. In the case of the team batting first,
the overs to be utilised in the assessment of its run rate to be computed
on the same number of completed overs (commencing from the begin-
ning of its innings) as received by the team batting second, the second
team’s rate being, of course, assessed on the number of completed overs
bowled to it. If the run rate thus assessed is the same, the side losing the
least number of wickets in the number of overs in the computation will
be the winner.

(i) Scorers shall note the number of runs scored and wickets lost at the
completion of all overs after the nominated minimum.

(i) If the team batting second has not received the required number of overs
and no result has been achieved, the match shall be replayed.

(iv)  Any matches that have not been completed must be replayed on a
Sunday to be determined by the Cricket Council Secretary prior to the
last fixture or they will be declared a drawn match.

Match Reports

The home club must enter match results and a Captains’ Report on MyCricket
by no later than 10am on the Tuesday following the completion of a set of
fixtures. The visiting club may confirm the match details and captains report by
no later than 10am on the Wednesday after the completion of a set of fixtures.
Both clubs must enter team lists and full match details, which show individual
player performances, on MyCricket for each match by no later than 10am on the
Wednesday after the completion of a set of fixtures.

At the completion of the match, the managers of the competing teams and the
umpire shall sign the scorebook once agreed on the result and scores.

The Cricket Council rules provide for a fine of $50 for each default, in accord-
ance with rule 3.8.

Player of the Round

A Player of the Round prize shall be awarded to the player in all matches who
has scored the most number of points using the following system:

1 point per run, 15 points per wicket and 10 points per catch or stumping.

Semi-Finals and Finals shall be played in accordance with fixtures pre-
scribed by the Cricket Council Secretary.

If two or more teams be equal on points their relative positions shall be
determined by averages. For the purpose of ascertaining averages the fol-
lowing system shall be adopted. The batting averages for a team shall be
obtained by dividing the total number of runs scored by the total number
of wicket lost. The batting average against that team shall be obtained
by dividing the total number of runs scored against it by the total number
of wickets taken. The former shall be divided by that latter. The team hav-
ing the higher averages quotient shall be considered to have the better
performance. In an innings which has been completed ten wickets shall
be considered as lost. In an innings declared closed whether compulsorily
or voluntarily or uncompleted only the number of wickets which have
actually fallen including a batsman retired but not a batsman retired hurt
shall be considered as lost.

A player is ineligible to play in a semi-final or final match unless they
have played two or more matches during the season for that team in the
relevant competition or unless they have received the permission of the
Cricket Council Secretary.

PLAYING CONDITIONS

The Laws of Cricket (2000 Code 4th edition - 2010) and the WACA One Day
League Playing Conditions shall apply except as varied below.

DURATION OF MATCH

Matches will consist of one innings per side, each innings being limited to 20
overs. A minimum of 5 overs per team shall constitute a match.

HOURS OF PLAY AND INTERVALS

Interval Between Innings

If the innings of the team batting first is completed prior to the scheduled time
for the Interval, the Interval shall take place immediately and the Innings of the
team batting second will commence correspondingly earlier.

In circumstances where the side bowling first has not completed the allotted
number of overs by the scheduled or re-scheduled cessation time for the first
innings, the umpires shall reduce the length of the interval by the amount of
time that the first innings overran. The minimum time for the interval will be
10 minutes.

On all occasions where play is delayed or interrupted the Umpires will reduce
the length of the Interval to 10 minutes.

Intervals for Drinks
No drinks intervals are permitted.

LENGTH OF INNINGS
Uninterrupted match (ie. The match is neither delayed nor interrupted):

9.4.1.1  Each team shall bat for 20 overs unless all out earlier.

9.4.1.2  If the team fielding first fails to bow! the required number of overs
by the scheduled time for the cessation of the first innings, play shall
continue until the required number of overs has been bowled and
Playing Condition 11 shall apply.

9.4.1.3 If the team batting first is dismissed in less than 20 overs, the team
batting second shall be entitled to bat for 20 overs.

9.4.1.4  If the team fielding second fails to bowl 20 overs by the scheduled
time for the cessation of the second innings, the hours of play for the
match shall, subject to conditions of ground, weather and light, be
extended until the required number of overs has been bowled or a
result has been achieved and Playing Condition 11 shall apply.

Delayed or Interrupted Match:

In all matches, the intention will be to achieve the full 20 overs for each team

even if this means amending the hours of play. If achieving 20 overs each is not

possible, rules 4.2.1 to 4.2.3 shall apply.

If play is not possible on a turf pitch, attempts shall be made to transfer the

match to a synthetic pitch.

The Duckworth-Lewis method of determining a result or replaying matches will

not occur in this competition.

9.4.2.1 Delay to the start of the match:
If the match cannot be commenced at the scheduled time, the
umpires may delay the start of the match on the agreement of both
captains providing it does not affect the start time of subsequent
matches on that day.

Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting first.

When playing time has been lost the revised number of further overs
to be bowled in the match shall be based on a rate of 4 mins per over
in the total remaining time available for play. When calculating the
length of remaining playing time available for the match the duration
of the interval between innings will be taken into account. Should
calculations regarding numbers of overs result in a fraction of an over,
the fraction shall be ignored. In the event of a suspension occurring in
the middle of an over, the number of total overs to be bowled in the
match will be calculated as if the over in progress at the time of the
interruption had been completed. The innings of the team batting first
will continue from the point of the interruption. The revision of the
number of overs should ensure, whenever possible, that both teams
have the opportunity to bat for the same number of overs. (Where
this is possible, if the total number of overs in the match thereby
calculated results in an odd number of total overs in the match, then
one over shall be added and the new total divided in half).

The team batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs
than the first team unless the latter completed its innings in less than
its allocated overs.

Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting second.
When playing time has been lost (see above) and, as a result, it is
not possible for the team batting second to have the opportunity of
receiving its allocated, or revised allocation of overs in the playing
time available, the number of overs shall be reduced at a rate of
4 minutes per over in respect of the aggregated lost playing time.
However, should the innings of the team batting first have been
completed prior to the scheduled, or rescheduled time for the com-
mencement of the interval, then any calculation relating to the revi-
sion of overs shall not be effective until an amount of time equivalent
to that by which the second innings started early has elapsed. Should
the calculations result in a fraction of an over the fraction shall be
ignored. In the event of a suspension occurring in the middle of an
over, the number of total overs lost will be calculated as above and
the innings of the team batting second will continue from the point
of the interruption. If a match remains unfinished after one day, the
winner will be the side which has scored the greater number of runs
in the equivalent completed overs provided at least 5 overs have been
bowled at the side batting second. In the case of the team batting
first, the overs to be utilised in the assessment of its score to be com-
puted on the same number of completed overs (commencing from
the beginning of its innings) as received by the team batting second,

the second team's score being, of course, assessed on the number
of completed overs bowled to it. If the team batting second has not
received 5 overs and a result has not been achieved the match will
be a draw.

A rescheduled time for the close of play will be fixed by applying a
rate of 4 minutes per over in respect of each over already bowled
and/or re-scheduled to be bowled in the innings. (The timing and
duration of all relative delays and interruptions in play with respect to
the second innings will be taken into account in specifying this time.)
This calculation must not cause the match to finish earlier than the
original time for cessation of play on the final scheduled day for play.
If required the original time shall be extended to allow for one extra
over for the team batting second. To constitute a match, a minimum
of 5 overs have to be bowled to the team batting second subject to
the innings not being completed earlier. The team batting second shall
not bat for a greater number of overs than the first team unless the
latter completed its innings in less than its allocated overs.

If the team fielding second fails to bowl the revised overs by the
scheduled or re-scheduled close of play, the hours of play shall be
extended subject to conditions of ground, weather and light until the
overs have been bowled or a result achieved, and Playing Condition
11 shall apply. In all reduced overs matches the fielding team will
be given one over's leeway in addition to any time that the Umpires
might allow for stoppages. Allowances prior to a stoppage are carried
forward for the purposes of the application of Playing Condition 11
only - they do not influence the recalculated number of overs or the
scheduled close of play.

THE BALL
Red four-piece Kookaburra brand balls will be used. The WACA will supply all
balls used in the competition.

FIELD MARKINGS AND RESTRICTIONS ON THE

PLACEMENT OF FIELDSMEN

Field & Pitch Markings

9.6.1.1

Afielding restrictions "circle", as shown in Appendix 1 shall be clearly
marked on each ground.

9.6.1.2  Wide markings, as shown in Appendix 2, shall be clearly marked at

each end of the pitch.

Fielding Restrictions

9.6.2.1 At the instant of delivery there shall not be more than five fieldsmen
on the leg side.

9.6.2.2 For the first 6 overs of each innings, herein known as the Fielding
Restriction Overs (FRO's), only two fieldsmen are permitted to be
outside the fielding restriction circle.

9.6.2.3 For the remaining overs of each innings, only five fieldsmen are per-
mitted to be outside the fielding circle at the instant of delivery.

9.6.2.4 Deleted - There is now no requirement to have 2 fielders in catching
positions.

Team Batting First

In circumstances where the number of overs for the team batting first is
reduced, the number of FRO's shall be reduced in accordance with table 9.1
below for that innings only. Fractions are to be ignored in all calculations re the
number of overs. (If on resumption the number of overs for fielding restrictions
has already been exceeded this should take effect immediately).

Team Batting Second

Where the number of overs for the team batting second is reduced the aim will
be to maintain the restrictions in 9.6.2 for the same proportion of the second
innings that they were maintained for the first innings (fractions to be ignored).

NUMBER OF OVERS PER BOWLER

No bowler may bowl more than four overs in an innings.

In a delayed start or interrupted match, where the overs are reduced for both
sides or for the side bowling second, no bowler may bow! more than one-fifth
of the total overs allowed (unless such a number has been exceeded before
the interruption), except that where the total overs are not divisible by five, an
additional over shall be allowed to the minimum number of bowlers necessary
to make up the balance. -

e.g. after 8 overs, rain interrupts play and the innings is reduced to 12 overs.

Both opening bowlers have bowled 4 overs. Two bowlers can bowl 3 overs and
three bowlers can bowl 2. Bowlers 1 and 2 have already exceeded this limit.
They count as the two bowlers who were allowed the extra over (3 as opposed
to 2) and so any other bowlers are limited to 2 overs.

When an interruption occurs mid-over and on resumption the bowler has
exceeded the new maximum allocation, he will be allowed to finish the
incompleted over. In the event of a bowler breaking down and being unable to
complete an over, the remaining balls will be bowled by another bowler. Such
part of an over will count as a full over only in so far as each bowler's limit
is concerned. The number of overs bowled by each individual bowler shall be
indicated on the scoreboard from the commencement of an innings.

LAWS 24.12 - NO BALL - PENALTY
Law 24.12 will apply except that the penalty for a No ball will be 2 runs.

FREE HIT AFTER A FOOT FAULT NO BALL

The delivery following a No ball called for a foot fault (Law 24.5) shall be a
free hit for whichever batsman is facing it. If the delivery for the free hit is not
a legitimate delivery (any kind of No ball or a Wide ball), then the next delivery
will become a free hit for whichever batsman is facing it. The umpire will indi-
cate the free hit delivery by crossing and recrossing his wrists above the head.
For any free hit, the striker can be dismissed only under the circumstances that
apply for a No ball, even if the delivery for the free hit is called Wide ball. Field
changes are permitted for free hit deliveries.

LAW 31 - TIMED OUT

Law 31 will apply except that the incoming batsman must be in position to take
guard or for his partner to be ready to receive the next ball within 1 minute 30
seconds of the fall of the previous wicket. The incoming batsman is expected to
be ready to make his way to the wicket as soon as a wicket falls and is expected
to jog to the wicket.

OVER-RATE PENALTIES

Al sides are expected to be in position to bowl the first ball of the last of their
20 overs within 1 hr 15 minutes playing time.

In the event of them failing to do so, the full quota of overs will be completed,
and the batting side will be credited with 6 runs for every whole over that has
not been bowled. This will apply to both innings of the match.

If the side batting second is credited with runs in this way and this consequently
takes their score past that of the side batting first then the match shall be
deemed to be won by the side batting second.

All penalties in this regard will be imposed immediately the ball first becomes
dead after the scheduled or re-scheduled cessation time for the innings.

If the innings is terminated before the scheduled or re-scheduled cut-off time,
no over-rate penalty shall apply.

If the innings is interrupted, the over-rate penalty will apply based on the re-
scheduled cessation time for that innings.

The Umpire shall inform the fielding team Captain when taking the field for the
first time and on every subsequent occasion if play is interrupted by the weather,
the scheduled cessation time for that innings. The Umpire at the bowler's end
will inform the fielding Captain, the batsman and his fellow Umpire of any
time allowances as and when they arise. (This matter will not be subject to
retrospective negotiation).

In addition, in all reduced overs matches, the fielding team will be given one
over's leeway. Over-rate penalties apply only to innings of 10 overs or more
duration. In innings of less than 10 overs duration, Umpires shall apply the
penalty run Laws for time wasting especially strictly. This is the only penalty
for a slow over-rate.

THE RESULT

Preliminary Matches

The Statewide Twenty20 competition is played on a "Knockout" basis. The
losing team is knocked out of the competition and the winner progresses to
the next round.

Unfinished Matches

If turf pitches are unsuitable for play, the match will be transferred to a syn-
thetic pitch.

In the case of the final being unfinished, the match will be rescheduled.

Tied Matches

In the event of a tie occurring in any match, the order of means of determining

the winner shall be:

(a)  Least number of wickets lost;

(b)  Fewer number of legal deliveries faced;

Net Run Rate

A team’s net run rate is calculated by deducting the average runs per over
scored against that team throughout the competition from the average runs per
over scored by that team throughout the competition.

Net Run Rate = Ave runs per over for - Ave runs per over against

In the event of a team being all out in less than its full quota of overs, the
calculation of its net run rate shall be based on the full quota of overs to which
it would have been entitled and not on the number of overs in which the team
was dismissed.

Net run rate calculations will only apply to matches where a result has been
achieved.

SECTION TEN

Spirit of Cricket and Preamble
CODE OF BEHAVIOUR

All matches shall be conducted in the true spirit of the game of Cricket. Club
Officials, Coaches, Spectators, Captains and Players are requested to adopt this code.

No player or official shall, during any match, whether on or off the field of play,
engage in conduct unbecoming to the game of cricket.

Players and Officials shall:

&L

Respect the Umpire and opponents.

Not verbally or physically abuse any Umpire.

Not dispute the Umpire’s decision nor react in a threatening or disapproving manner.
When given out, move immediately from the field.

Generally assist the Umpires in carrying out their duties.

Not indulge in "sledging" of opposition players.

Not verbally or physically abuse opposition players or officials.

Not use discriminatory or offensive language.

Clubs shall place all team(s) under control of a responsible person.

No alcohol or drugs (prohibited under Cricket Australia Rules) shall be consumed
by players or match officials during the hours of play.

k) Smoking on the playing field during the progress of a match is strictly prohibited.
) Players shall maintain a standard of dress consistent with WACA district conditions.
Umpires shall respect players

Captains shall:

a) Instruct players to avoid time wasting.

b) Ensure that incoming and outgoing batters pass on the field of play.

) Instruct bowlers to return to the start of their run-up quickly and be ready to
bowl without time wasting.

d) Instruct all fielders to move quickly between overs and whenever required to
change position, i.e. field setting and changes undertaken without time wasting.

e) Instruct batters that other than in exceptional circumstances they must always
be ready to take strike when the bowler is ready to start her run up.

f)  Ensure that players conduct themselves in a manner that conforms to the
traditional image of the game of cricket.

In the event of a player or official failing to comply with the instructions of Umpire(s),

criticising their decisions by words or action, or showing dissent, or generally

behaving in a manner which might bring the game into disrepute, the Umpire(s)

concerned shall either:

a) Report the player or official immediately, advising the player or official con-
cerned the other Umpire and the player's Captain as soon as possible. The

Umpire(s) shall report the incidents as soon as possible to the Executive of the
player’s or official's team and to the WAFCCC Secretary who shall process the
report through the WAFCCC Tribunal, who will take any further action which is
considered appropriate against the player/s or official/s concerned.

Warn the player or official concerned and report the matter to the other
Umpire and to the Player's Captain requesting the latter take action. If this
proves ineffective, the Umpire(s) shall report the incident as soon as possible
to the Executive of the Player's or Officials team and to the WAFCCC Secretary
who shall process the report through the WAFCCC Tribunal, who will take any
further action which is considered appropriate against the player/s or official/s
concerned.

Where an Umpire has occasion to speak to a player about her behaviour, but
does not consider it to be so serious as to warrant reporting, the Umpire shall
inform the player that it is a caution only, but that it will be officially recorded
for the attention of the WAFCCC. The Umpire shall note the caution on the
Umpire(s) Match Report. Should the player have three (3) cautions recorded by
the Umpire(s) during the same season, she will be called before the Tribunal to
explain her behaviour and be liable to incur a penalty as provided by the WACA
Women's Competition Rules.

COMPETITION CONDITIONS & GUIDELINES

1.

The Season

The season shall commence in October and conclude at the end of March,
unless otherwise deemed by the WA Female Cricket Competitions Committee
(WAFCCQ).

Registrations

a) The Secretaries of all clubs shall register their female players with the
WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator through MyCricket, including the
name and personal information (full name, addresses, date of birth, email
and phone numbers), within seven days of such players having taken part
in a match. Furthermore, no player shall be registered unless and until she
shall complete a certificate in the following form.

b) A club commits an offence if it allows a player that is not registered, to play
in a match in a team of that club. Upon complaint to the WACA Cricket
Operations Coordinator, if an offence is proved, the club shall be liable to
a $50 fine for each unregistered player and shall be deemed to have lost
the match to the opposing club, all points obtained from the match to be
deducted from the offending club. If the match is so lost the WAFCCC will
award the opposition team the maximum number of points gained in the
relevant round in that Grade.

¢) Current and former international, State senior representatives, and
Australian Squad members must be granted prior approval by the WACA
Cricket Operations Coordinator before they may compete in a B Grade
match. A written application, which must set out in detail the reasons for
seeking such approval, must be received by the WACA Cricket Operations
Coordinator no later than the Wednesday preceding the match for which
approval is sought. Approval will be given on either a match by match or
season basis, depending on the reasons provided in the application. The
WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator and two (2) other members of the
Women's Cricket Council, and not including a representative from the
club seeking approval, shall determine if the player is granted approval or
refused.

d) Each club may apply to the WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator to regis-
ter a maximum of two (2) overseas players. Applications must be made no
later than the Wednesday preceding the first match to be played. For the
purposes of this rule the limit of two players shall be exclusive of players
who satisfy the WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator that they:

i.  have been transferred to WA in permanent fulltime employment
ii. Intend making permanent residence in WA for a minimum of 2 years.

e) All competing clubs shall be restricted to playing one (1) overseas player

per grade per round.

Clearances

a) A player who has played for one club shall not play for another club without
first obtaining a clearance from the WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator
or a clearance from the former club approved by the WACA Cricket
Operations Coordinator.

b) Every application by a player to a club for a clearance shall in the first
instance be entered through MyCricket.

¢) The club concerned that shall have fourteen days from the date theron to
deal with the application.

d) Such clearance shall be forwarded by the club endorsed with the reasons
for which the application has been approved, withheld or refused.

e) If the club fails to comply within the prescribed fourteen days
then the WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator may grant the clearance.

f) It shall not be mandatory for the club to process an application for a clear-
ance prior to the 15th August preceding the season for which the permit or
clearance is sought.

g) The WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator shall give notice to the club for
which the player last played and to the club for which the player is quali-
fied to play of an application by the player or club to the WACA Cricket
Operations Coordinator for a clearance for that player under these rules.

h)  The WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator shall not grant a clearance for any
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4.

player if she owes any fees, dues, contributions, levies or charges to a club.
i) No player shall be qualified or eligible to play in matches between associ-
ated clubs unless she has been registered.

Uniforms

a) The uniform shall comprise of clean predominantly white shoes or boots
which may carry the manufacturer’s coloured stripes and logo, and white
cricket pants, shirt, socks, pullover and hat or cap. The use of official club
colours shall be permitted on pullovers, caps, socks, collars and/or sleeves
of shirts. Coloured hats, State or Australian caps or caps not associated with
the playing Club, must not be womn. Club badges/logos may be worn on the
pocket of the white playing shirt or on the pullover, cap or hat. Sponsors’
logos or names may be worn on the left or right hand side of the shirt as
long as it is uniform throughout that club. Sponsors logos on shirts, hats,
caps and pullovers must be within the dimensions of 6.5 cm wide by 5 cm
tall and sponsors names must be within the dimensions of 9 cm wide by 2
cm tall.

i.  For the 2010-2011 T20 A & B Grade competition, modified uniform
standards shall apply. See Twenty20 Playing Conditions & Guidelines
for further details.

b) Clubs will be fined fifty dollars ($50) per player not in regulation uniform.

o) It is the responsibility of Captains to ensure their players are in correct
uniform. Umpire(s) are instructed to record any player not in regulation
uniform on any day of cricket.

d) Players who have not been registered with the WACA within the previous
two years have until their third game to be in regulation uniform.

e) Players deliberately playing with shirts out are considered incorrectly
dressed and are subject to a fine of fifty dollars ($50).

) Both batting pads and both gloves must be worn during all matches and
practices. It is strongly recommended that helmets and mouthguards are
worn when appropriate.

g) It is advisable that a wide brim hat or cap (with the peak worn forward)
and long sleeve shirt be worn during all matches.

h)  Thigh pads - if worn - must be under pants.

i) Persons umpiring at square leg must be appropriately attired, including
covered footwear.

Home Team Duties
a) The home team or duty team, which is the one mentioned first on the
fixture list, is responsible for
i.  Preparing the ground for each day's play.
ii.  Providing at least one broom on request by the umpire(s)
iii. inspecting the ground in the advent of adverse weather & notifying
opposing captains & umpires

iv. Providing a stocked first aid kit,
v.  Providing both sets of stumps and bails,
vi. Marking the wicket (and wide zones),
i. In B Grade chalk and/or duck tape is allowed for wide markings.

vii. For marking the boundary with plastic cones (25 cones minimum),
viii. Providing a suitable afternoon tea.

b) Failure to arrange any of these home duties so will result in a fine of $50
per match.

Surface of Pitches

A Grade matches are to be played on Turf.

B Grade matches are to be played on a synthetic surface unless prior approval
for the use of an alternate surface has been given by the WAFCCC. Should a
B Grade game receive approval from the WACA Competitions administrator to
play on a turf pitch, the home team must ensure access to a synthetic wicket
in case of poor weather.

The grounds and pitches of any team shall be liable to inspection by any duly
appointed representative of the WA Female Club Cricket Committee, and if not
approved, alterations must be made by the Club concerned before any matches
will be played on its ground.

Covering of Pitches

Covering prior to match day

Clubs must call 1900 950 599 after Friday midday to check on the status for
cover's. An email will also be sent. Fines apply. At all other times the Curator
shall be permitted to use the cover at their discretion to obtain the best possible
conditions for play on match day.

Removing the covers on match day

In good conditions the covers shall be removed no later that 8.30am. Otherwise
removal shall be at the discretion of the Curator or Ground Manager having
regard to prevailing weather conditions and may be re-laid if necessary.

Control of the covers

The Umpire(s) shall assume control of the covers 30 minutes before the sched-
uled start of each day’s play and shall make all decisions regarding the use of
the cover until the end of the days’ play. At all intervals or interruptions they
shall direct or supervise the laying and removal of the covers, where necessary.

Labour for laying or removal of covers

Until the scheduled starting time for playing the Home side shall provide any
labour required for laying or removal of the covers. After that time, both sides
will assist in the laying and removal of the covers.
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Wet Weather Procedures

a) Covering Turf Pitches
Clubs must call 1900 950 599 after Friday midday to check on the status
for cover's. An email will also be sent. Fines apply. At all other times the
Curator shall be permitted to use the cover at their discretion to obtain the
best possible conditions for play on match day.

b) Adverse Weather Inspection of Ground
In the event of adverse weather, a representative of the home team must
inspect the ground three hours before the scheduled start of play. (In the
event of a neutral ground being named, there shall be a joint inspection by
a representative from each team). If on inspection, the ground is considered
unfit to play, after consultation, both teams may agree to cancel the day's
play. In adverse weather, a representative of the home team shall contact
the Umpire(s) no later than 2 hours prior to the scheduled start of play.

¢)  Adverse Weather After Arrival at Ground
The Umpire(s) shall decide when and if play shall commence. (If no official
Umpire(s) is in attendance, the Captains must agree as to when play shall
start or be abandoned).

d) Improvement of Conditions
Before commencement of play on any day the Umpire(s) shall see all
necessary steps are taken to improve the ground or pitch, with a view to
expediting play. Stumps shall not be drawn until the hour fixed by the Rules
for the conclusion of the day’s play, unless the Umpire(s) is satisfied there
is no possibility of play.

e) Wet Weather Contacts

Fast Short pitched Bowling

A bowler shall be allowed to bowl one fast short pitched delivery per over. A
fast short pitched delivery is defined as a ball that passes or would have passed
above the shoulder height of the batter standing upright at the crease, but not
clearly above the batter's head. In the event of the bowler bowling more than
one fast pitched delivery in an over, the Umpire(s) shall call the signal no ball
regardless of whether the batter hits the ball. The penalty shall be one run for
the "No ball" plus any runs scored from the delivery. The above regulation is not
a substitute for Law 42.6 which Umpire(s) may apply at the time.

Fast Full pitched Bowling
A ball passes, or would have passed, above the waist on the full in the batter’s
normal stance. This may be called by either or both umpires.

Slow Full pitched Bowling
A ball passes, or would have passed, above the shoulders on the full, in the

batter's normal stance. This may be called by either or both umpires.

a) Any player who is subject to a penalty of any type, as imposed by the
Tribunal, and who is not subsequently exonerated, shall not be eligible for
any individual award in the season in which the penalty is imposed.

i. OD A & B Grade: batting average & aggregate, bowling average &

Champion Cricketer

The player with the highest number of points after the home & away T20 and
0D matches will be named the Cricketer of the Year in that grade.

The points system to determine this award will be as follows:

Stumpings 10 points
Spirit Of Cricket Award

At the conclusion of each season the WACA will award one (1) club with the
Spirit of Cricket Award, recognising their commitment to upholding the spirit of
the game during the length of the season.

The award will be determined by a voting system

3 points  Excellent - epitomised the true spirit and traditions of the game;
2 points  played the game in good spirit;

The Umpire(s) for each grade match are responsible for voting after each match

on their match report form.

The club that polls the highest number of votes will be determined the winner.

Umpires

a) Wherever possible independent Umpire(s) shall be appointed to all matches
and such Umpire(s), wherever possible shall be asked to pass a test on
Umpiring before appointment to any match.

b) Umpire(s) fees will be determined at the end of each season and prior
to the next season by the WAFCCC and in conjunction with the WACA
Umpiring Coordinator.

o) If only one Umpire is in attendance a substitute Umpire may, with the
approval of both Captains, be appointed with full umpiring powers.

d) In the event of play being abandoned before a ball is bowled, Umpire(s) in
attendance shall receive half fees.

e) Inthe event of a forfeit not being advised or being given after the Umpire(s)
are in attendance full fees must be paid by the team giving the forfeit.

) If there are no Umpire(s) in attendance, the Captains can agree to appoint
substitute Umpire(s) for such time as necessary.

g) Umpire(s) should check their watches with the scorers’ watches before play
commences, and irrespective of whether teams are ready, must take the
field at least two minutes before commencement of any period of play. If
there are no official Umpire(s) in attendance, each Captain must signify in
the opposing team’s scorebook the actual starting time of play.

h)  Umpire(s) must check and sign the scorebooks at the end of each day's
play.

i) All Umpires must provide a written report to the WACA Cricket Operations
Coordinator or complete the reports via MyCricket, of matches, no later
than the Wednesday following the completion of each match. Umpires are
asked to record any players not in uniform, but are not empowered to order
such player from the field.

) The Umpire(s) shall at the conclusion of each match, furnish to the WACA
Cricket Operations Coordinator a report in writing of the time such match
commenced on each day of play. If play did not commence within fifteen
(15) minutes of the time appointed, without a satisfactory explanation as
determined by the WAFCCC, each Club offending shall be fined the sum of
ten dollars ($10).

k) Coat, and/or jumper, shirt, hat and footwear must be clean and white,
trousers or skirt black.

I} When a team is required to supply a Square Leg Umpire, the Umpire must

Procedures for reporting Protests, Disputes, Infringements,

Complaints &/or offences

a) For any club seeking to report a protest, dispute , infringement, complaint
or offence must officially lodge a report with the WACA Cricket Operations

Coordinator, no later than Tuesday following the particular incident and

must;

i.  be signed by the Secretary or the President of the protesting club;

ii. state:

- the date and place of the incident;

- the name and team of the opposing club;

- the grounds of the report

- summary of the facts the club will rely upon to support its position;
And the names of the witnesses the club will rely on at the hearing. .

b) The WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator will firstly alert the WAFCCC
Chairperson to the report and then provide the clubs affected with a copy
of the protest with 24hours of receipt.

¢) The WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator will advise each party, giving at
least three days notice of the date on which the matter will be heard by the

WAFCCC.

d) A complaint shall be heard in the following manner:

i. The complainant or his/her representative shall present his/her case
in writing or by an address to the WAFCCC or Tribunal and may call
witnesses to support his/her case.

ii. If the WAFCCC or Tribunal is of the opinion that the defendant has a
case to answer the defendant or his/her representative shall be invited
to present his/her case in reply in writing or by an address to the
WAFCCC and may call witnesses to support his case.

iii. The defendant or his/her representative shall have the right to be
present throughout the hearing of the complaint and the delivery of
the decision of the Cricket Council or Tribunal.

iv. A witness called by one party shall be liable to cross-examination by
the other party to the complaint.

v. The parties concerned in an appeal or reference may appear in person
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or be represented by a person, other than a legal practitioner or law
clerk, so authorised in writing and the WAFCCC may if it so desires be
represented by one if it's members.

vi. At the conclusion of the hearing the complainant may address the
WAFCCC or Tribunal and the defendant may address in reply.
If an offence under these rules is found by the WAFCCC or Tribunal to
have been proved the penalty or order prescribed in the relevant rule
shall be imposed and if no penalty or order is prescribed in that rule the
WAFCCC or Tribunal may impose such penalty or make such order as
it thinks fit. Penalties can include but are not restricted to, suspensions
from playing and/or coaching, fines, reprimands, and recommendations
regarding accreditation status. If the penalty imposed or order made
affects the result of any match the WAFCCC or Tribunal shall cancel or
vary any points for that match as is necessary in consequence of the
penalty or order.

viii. The Cricket Council or Tribunal may adjourn a hearing if it thinks fit.

All outcomes will be determined by the WAFCCC within 3 days of the

protest or dispute being lodged. The WAFCCC may;

i.  dismiss the protest; or

ii. uphold the protest.

If a protest is upheld, the WAFCCC may order:

i.  the result of the protested match be varied;

ii. the protested match be replayed;

iii. the protested match be forfeited to the protesting club in which case

cancel or vary any points previously awarded with regard to that
match;

according to the scale of points applicable; and

impose a fine upon the opposing club.

The WAFCCC must give written reasons for its determination of a protest

but may delay giving those written reasons for a reasonable period of time.

An appeal to any decisions made, must be lodged to the WACA Cricket

Operations Coordinator within 24 hours of the outcome.

i. An Appeal shall be commenced by a written notice of appeal signed
by the appellant stating the grounds on which the appeal is made and
shall be lodged with the Secretary within 14 days of the date of the
decision or order the subject of the appeal.

Changes to Competition Rules

The competition rules as determined by the WAFCCC shall not be altered,
repealed or rescinded except at a Special Meeting called for that purpose,
twenty-one days notice of which has been given to the WAFCCC or the WACA
Cricket Operations Coordinator. A copy of the proposed alteration or amend-
ment shall be given to each member of the WAFCCC fourteen days prior to the
date fixed for the Special Meeting.

The motion for such alteration, repeal or recession shall not be carried unless
assented to by two-thirds of the members present and voting on the motion.
In the event of two notices of motion being submitted to make the same
amendments to any one rule in any season and the two motions not receiving
a majority of two-thirds of the members present and voting on the motion no
further notices of motion proposing the same amendments to that rule shall be
accepted by the WA Female Club Cricket Committee that season.

PLAYING CONDITIONS & GUIDELINES -
WOMEN'S A & B GRADE ONE DAY MATCHES

1.

Playing Conditions
The Laws of Cricket (2000 Code 4nd edition - 2010) shall apply except as
varied below.

Duration of Match

a. A Grade matches will consist of one innings per side, each innings being
limited to 50 overs.

b. B Grade matches will consist of one innings per side, each innings being
limited to 40 overs.

¢ A minimum of 15 overs per team shall constitute a match (20 overs in the
final).

Numbers of Players

In A Grade, each team shall be permitted to name only 11 players for each
match. A 12th player may be used as a substitute fielder only during the match.
In B Grade, a team shall or may consist of 12 players. Only 11 players are
allowed to be on the field at any one time whilst the opposition team is bat-
ting. One player in each team shall not be permitted to bat. This player does not
need to be nominated prior to the commencement of the match. Interchange
of fielders named in the team is permitted, providing no playing time is wasted.

Hours of Play and Intervals
To be determined by the WACA subject to there being the following Time
allowed;
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A Grade - 2 sessions of 2hours and 55 minutes each, separated by a 20 minute
interval between innings.
B Grade - 2 sessions of 2hours and 20 minutes each, separated by a 20 minute
interval between innings.

For example:
A GRADE B GRADE
Session 1 11:45pm - 2:40pm Session 1 1:00pm - 3:20pm
Interval 2:40pm - 3:00pm Interval 3:20pm - 3:40pm
Session 2 3:00pm - 5:55pm Session 2 3:40pm - 6:00pm

Interval between Innings

If the innings of the team batting first is completed prior to the scheduled time
for the interval, the interval shall take place immediately and the innings of the
team batting second will commence correspondingly earlier. At any time during
the match, the captains may agree to forgo the tea or any of the drinks intervals.

Intervals for Drinks

A Grade - Two drinks breaks per session shall be permitted, each 60 minutes
apart.

B Grade - One drinks breaks shall be allowed in each innings of 40 overs, and
shall normally be taken at the end of the 20th over.

In case of extreme heat, an extra drinks break may be taken with the agreement
of the Umpire(s) and both captains.

An individual player may be given a drink either on the boundary edge or at
the fall of a wicket, on the field, providing that no playing time is wasted. No
other drinks shall be taken onto the field without the permission of the umpires.

Abandonment of play
If play has not commenced prior to 4pm thus allowing a minimum of 15 overs

per side with a ten minute change of innings, the match shall be abandoned,
the result being a washout.

Extra Time
Allowance for up to a maximum of 30minutes of extra time.)

Length of Innings
Uninterrupted Match (i.e. the match is neither delayed nor interrupted):
Each team shall bat for;

A Grade - 50 overs unless all out earlier.

B Grade - 40 overs unless all out earlier.

If the team fielding first fails to bowl the required number of overs by the
scheduled time for the cessation of the first innings, play shall continue until the
required number of overs has been bowled and clause 14 shall apply.

If the team batting first is dismissed in less than their allotted overs, the team
batting second shall be entitled to bat for the full allotment of overs.

If the team fielding second fails to bow! their allotted overs by the scheduled
time for the cessation of the second innings, the hours of play for the match
shall, subject to conditions of ground, weather and light, be extended until the
required number of overs has been bowled or a result has been achieved and
clause 14 shall apply.

Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting first.

When playing time has been lost the revised number of further overs to be
bowled in the match shall be based on a rate of 3.5 minutes per over in the
total remaining time available for play. When calculating the length of remain-
ing playing time available for the match the duration of the interval between
innings will be taken into account. Should calculations regarding numbers of
overs result in a fraction of an over, the fraction shall be ignored. In the event
of a suspension occurring in the middle of an over, the number of total overs to
be bowled in the match will be calculated as if the over in progress at the time
of the interruption had been completed. The innings of the team batting first
will continue from the point of the interruption. The revision of the number of
overs should ensure, whenever possible, that both teams have the opportunity
to bat for the same number of overs. Where this is possible, if the total number
of overs in the match thereby calculated results in an odd number of total overs
in the match, then one over shall be added and the new total divided in half.

The team batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs than the
first team unless the latter completed its innings in less than its allocated overs.

Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting second.

When playing time has been lost (see above) and, as a result, it is not possible
for the team batting second to have the opportunity of receiving its allocated,
or revised allocation of overs in the playing time available, the number of overs
shall be reduced at a rate of 3.5 minutes per over in respect of the aggregated
lost playing time.

However, should the innings of the team batting first have been completed prior
to the scheduled, or rescheduled time for the commencement of the interval,
then any calculation relating to the revision of overs shall not be effective until
an amount of time equivalent to that by which the second innings started early
has elapsed. Should the calculations result in a fraction of an over the fraction
shall be ignored. In the event of a suspension occurring in the middle of an over,
the number of total overs lost will be calculated as above and the innings of the
team batting second will continue from the point of the interruption.

A rescheduled time for the close of play will be fixed by applying a rate of 3.5
minutes per over in respect of each over already bowled and/or re-scheduled
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to be bowled in the innings. The timing and duration of all relative delays and
interruptions in play with respect to the second innings will be taken into
account in specifying this time. This calculation must not cause the match to
finish earlier than the original time for cessation of play on the final scheduled
day for play. If required the original time shall be extended to allow for one extra
over for the team batting second.

To constitute a match, a minimum of 15 overs have to be bowled to the team
batting second subject to the innings not being completed earlier. The team
batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs than the first team
unless the latter completed its innings in less than its allocated overs.

If the team fielding second fails to bowl the revised overs by the scheduled or
re-scheduled close of play, the hours of play shall be extended subject to condi-
tions of ground, weather and light until the overs have been bowled or a result
achieved, and clause 14 shall apply. In all reduced overs matches the fielding
team will be given one over's leeway in addition to any time that the umpires
might allow for stoppages. Allowances prior to a stoppage are carried forward
for the purposes of the application of clause 14 only - they do not influence the
recalculated number of overs or the scheduled close of play.

Restrictions on the Placement of Fieldsmen

At the instant of delivery there shall not be more than five fieldsmen on the leg
side, no more than two of whom may be behind square leg. Within A grade the
following additional restrictions will apply;

Overs 1- 15; only two fielders shall be permitted outside this fielding restriction
area with at least two stationary fielders (excluding the wicket-keeper) within
15 metres of the striker.

Overs 16 - 30; only three fielders shall be permitted outside this fielding
restriction area

Overs 31 - 50; only five fielders shall be permitted outside this fielding restric-
tion area

In the event of an infringement of any of the above fielding restrictions, either
umpire shall call and signal ‘No Ball".

The fielding restriction circle will be;

Two semi-circles drawn on the field of play shall have as their centre the middle
stump at either end of the pitch. The radius of each of the semi-circles shall be
23metres. The semicircles shall be linked by two parallel straight lines drawn
on the field.

When play is delayed or interrupted and the total number of overs available is
reduced, the number of overs in regards to field restrictions outlined above shall
be reduced, as detailed below.

Where both teams are scheduled to receive the same number of overs, the field
restrictions shall apply equally for both teams, and the number of overs for
which fielding restrictions apply shall be reduced in proportion to the number of
overs scheduled to be bowled. (The calculation shall be the scheduled number
of overs multiplied by 0.3);

Where the delay or interruption prevents the team batting second from receiv-
ing the same number of overs as the team batting first, the number of overs for
which fielding restrictions apply shall be reduced in proportion to the number of
overs scheduled to be bowled. (The calculation shall be the scheduled number
of overs multiplied by 0.3);

Number of Overs Per Bowler
No bowler may bow! more than;

A Grade - ten overs
B Grade - eight overs

however in a delayed start or interrupted match, where the overs are reduced
for both sides or for the side bowling second, no bowler may bowl more than
one-fifth of the total overs allowed (unless such a number has been exceeded
before the interruption), except that where the total overs are not divisible by
five, an additional over shall be allowed to the minimum number of bowlers
necessary to make up the balance.

E.g. after 8 overs, rain interrupts play and the innings is reduced to 12 overs.
Both opening bowlers have bowled 4 overs. Two bowlers can bowl 3 overs and
three bowlers can bowl 2. Bowlers 1 and 2 have already exceeded this limit.
They count as the two bowlers who were allowed the extra over (3 as opposed
to 2) and so any other bowlers are limited to 2 overs.

When an interruption occurs mid-over and on resumption the bowler has
exceeded the new maximum allocation, he will be allowed to finish the
uncompleted over.

In the event of a bowler breaking down and being unable to complete an over,
the remaining balls will be bowled by another bowler. Such part of an over will
count as a full over only in so far as each bowler’s limit is concerned.

Slow Over-Rate Penalties

The umpire shall inform the fielding team captain when taking the field for the
first time and on every subsequent occasion if play is interrupted by the weather,
the scheduled cessation time for that innings. The umpire at the bowler’s end
will inform the fielding captain, the batter and their fellow umpire of any time
allowances as and when they arise. This matter will not be subject to retrospec-
tive negotiation. In addition, in all reduced overs matches, the fielding team will
be given one over's leeway.
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a) Al sides are expected to be in position to bowl the first ball of the last of
their allotted overs within;

A Grade - 2 hr 55 minutes playing time.

B Grade - 2 hr 20 minutes playing time

b) In the event of them failing to do so over rate penalties will be applied.

i. In an uninterrupted match, if the team bowling first does not bowl its
allotted number of overs in the allotted time, the full number of overs
shall be bowled out, but the bowling team will only be allowed to face,
in its innings, the actual number of overs which had been started by
the expiration of the allotted time except as provided for in Rule 8.4.2.
The over in progress at the conclusion of the allotted time shall be
deemed to be completed in the allotted time.

ii. If the team bowling second does not bow! its allotted overs before the
expiration of the allotted time, it shall complete its allotted number of
overs, and complete one additional over for every over not completed
by the expiration of the allotted time.

ii. In a match reduced, the penalties for slow play shall be applied to the
reduced over match.

iv. The Umpire(s) are instructed to apply the penalties for slow play unless
they are convinced extraordinary circumstances, beyond the control of
the bowling team, have contributed to the slowness of play. Delays
caused by injury, loss or replacement of the ball, or deliberate time
wasting by the batting team will be taken into account in the consid-
eration of the reduction of any penalty.

EXAMPLES OF SLOW PLAY

Example 1

Team A bats first and scores 200 in 50 overs. The innings is completed in the
allotted time. Team B is 8/180 from 48 overs at the end of its allotted time.
Team A must bowl a further two overs to make up its allotted 50 overs, then
an additional two overs as a penalty. Team B has four overs left to score the
necessary 21 runs to win.

Example 2: Team A bats first and receives 49 overs in the allotted time. In
the 50 overs it eventually receives, it scores 175 runs. Team B therefore has
49 overs to score 176 runs to win. However Team A bowls slowly, and by the
end of the allotted time, has only bowled 47 overs, at which time Team B has
scored 5/163. Team A must bow! two more overs to complete its 49 overs, and
then an additional two overs penalty, giving Team B four overs to score the 13
needed for victory.

Result of the Match

Number of overs constituting a match

A result can only be achieved if both teams have batted for at least fifteen (15)
overs, or the team batting second scoring enough runs to win in fewer than
its allotted overs.

Suspension of Play when result achieved

The game finishes as soon as the team batting second is either all out for less
or equal to the score of the team batting first, or passes the score of the team
batting first.

Result

In matches where both teams have had the opportunity of batting for the same
number of overs and in matches where the application of slow play penalties is
the only reason for a difference in the number of overs each side has had the
opportunity to face, the team scoring the higher number of runs is the winner.
If the scores are equal, the result is a tie and no account will be taken for the
number of wickets lost by either side.

Result determined on run rate

If the number of overs for the team batting second has been curtailed to fewer
than the team batting first by circumstances other than slow play penalties, the
match shall be decided on run rate from ball or overs and part overs received.
If a team is dismissed in fewer than its allotted overs, it shall be deemed to
have received all of its allotted overs for the purpose of calculating the run rate.

Calculation of run rate when slow plays invoked

If a penalty for slow play is invoked, the number of the overs each team is
deemed to have received will be the number of overs which would have been
received if no penalties had been applied to that team, for the purposes of
calculating the run rate.

Example: Team A bats 50 overs, but is only required to bowl 49 overs to team
B who have been penalised one over for slow play. Team A bowls even more
slowly than Team B and at the end of the allotted time has only bowled 47
overs. Team A is thus penalised 2 overs since Team B has up to 48 overs to
score the necessary runs for victory. Team A is deemed to have received 45
overs and Team B is deemed to have received 49 overs for the purpose of
calculating the run rate.

Tie or No Result in One Day final
If there is a tie or No result in the final, the team finishing on top of the points
table at the end of the preliminary matches shall be declared the winner.
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PLAYING CONDITIONS & GUIDELINES - WOMEN'S A & B TWENTY 20 CUP

1.

Playing Conditions
The Laws of Cricket (2000 Code 4nd edition - 2010) and the WACA SunSmart
Senior Women's Playing Conditions shall apply except as varied below.

Duration of Match
Matches will consist of one innings per side, each innings being limited to 20
overs. A minimum of 5 overs per team shall constitute a match.

Uniforms

For the Twenty20 Competition season 2010/2011 the WACA provides coloured
playing shirts for both A and B Grade. All clubs will play in the same design and
type of shirt, but with different (club) colours.

Clubs will be allowed to wear full colours for this Twenty20 competition includ-
ing pants and pads as long as the design and colours are approved by the
WACA Cricket Operations Coordinator first.

Number of players per team
A Grade - Each team shall be permitted to name only 11 players for each match.
A 12th player may be used as a substitute fielder only during the match

B Grade - A Team will consist of a minimum of 7 with no maximum, all players

are allowed to bat, bowl and field however,

a) A Maximum of 8 players will be allowed on the field at any one time.

b) If more than 8 people bat (& subsequently retire) then the innings will be
declared closed at the fall of the seventh wicket.

¢) A team list may contain more than eight (8) players, but only eight (8)
players may field at any one time when that team is fielding.

Batting Retirements

Apply only in the B grade Twenty20 competition

a) Batters must face a minimum of 12 or a maximum of 30 balls (1/4 of
innings) before being retired.

b) Retired batters can return at the end of the batting order, in order of retirement.

¢) No compulsory retirements apply in the finals

Hours of Play and Intervals

Hours of Play
To be determined by the WACA subject to there being; 2 sessions of 1 hour and

10 minutes each, separated by a 10 minute interval between innings.

For example:
Game 1 Game 2
Session 1 12:30pm - 1:40pm Session 1 3:30pm - 4:40pm
Interval 1:40pm - 1:50pm Interval 4:40pm - 4:50pm
Session 2 1:50pm - 3:00pm Session 2 4:50pm - 6:00pm

Interval between Innings
If the innings of the team batting first is completed prior to the scheduled time

for the interval, the interval shall take place immediately and the innings of the
team batting second will commence correspondingly earlier.

Intervals for Drinks
No drinks intervals are permitted.

Abandonment of play
If play has not commenced after 1Th45m after the scheduled starting time thus

allowing a minimum of 5 overs per side with a ten minute change of innings,
the match shall be abandoned, the result being a washout.

Extra Time
No extra time shall be permitted to make up for any time lost.

Length of Innings

Uninterrupted Match (i.e. the match is neither delayed nor interrupted):

a. Each team shall bat for 20 overs unless all out earlier.

b. If the team fielding first fails to bowl the required number of overs by the
scheduled time for the cessation of the first innings, play shall continue until
the required number of overs has been bowled and Rule 8 of the Playing
conditions and Guidelines shall apply.

¢. If the team batting first is dismissed in less than 20 overs, the team batting
second shall be entitled to bat for 20 overs.

d. If the team fielding second fails to bowl 20 overs by the scheduled time for
the cessation of the second innings, the hours of play for the match shall,
subject to conditions of ground, weather and light, be extended until the
required number of overs has been bowled or a result has been achieved
and Rule 8 of the Playing conditions and Guidelines shall apply.

Delayed or Interrupted Match:
a) Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting first.

i. When playing time has been lost the revised number of further overs
to be bowled in the match shall be based on a rate of 3.5 minutes per
over in the total remaining time available for play. When calculating
the length of remaining playing time available for the match the dura-
tion of the interval between innings will be taken into account. Should
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calculations regarding numbers of overs result in a fraction of an over,
the fraction shall be ignored. In the event of a suspension occurring
in the middle of an over, the number of total overs to be bowled in
the match will be calculated as if the over in progress at the time of
the interruption had been completed. The innings of the team batting
first will continue from the point of the interruption. The revision of the
number of overs should ensure, whenever possible, that both teams
have the opportunity to bat for the same number of overs. Where this
is possible, if the total number of overs in the match thereby calculated
results in an odd number of total overs in the match, then one over
shall be added and the new total divided in half.

ii. The team batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs
than the first team unless the latter completed its innings in less than
its allocated overs.

b) Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting second.

i.  When playing time has been lost (see above) and, as a result, it is
not possible for the team batting second to have the opportunity of
receiving its allocated, or revised allocation of overs in the playing time
available, the number of overs shall be reduced at a rate of 3.5 min-
utes per over in respect of the aggregated lost playing time. However,
should the innings of the team batting first have been completed prior
to the scheduled, or rescheduled time for the commencement of the
interval, then any calculation relating to the revision of overs shall not
be effective until an amount of time equivalent to that by which the
second innings started early has elapsed. Should the calculations result
in a fraction of an over the fraction shall be ignored. In the event of
a suspension occurring in the middle of an over, the number of total
overs lost will be calculated as above and the innings of the team bat-
ting second will continue from the point of the interruption.

ii. Arescheduled time for the close of play will be fixed by applying a rate
of 3.5 minutes per over in respect of each over already bowled and/or
re-scheduled to be bowled in the innings. The timing and duration of
all relative delays and interruptions in play with respect to the second
innings will be taken into account in specifying this time. This calcula-
tion must not cause the match to finish earlier than the original time
for cessation of play on the final scheduled day for play. If required the
original time shall be extended to allow for one extra over for the team
batting second

ii. To constitute a match, a minimum of 5 overs have to be bowled to the
team batting second subject to the innings not being completed earlier.
The team batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs
than the first team unless the latter completed its innings in less than
its allocated overs.

iv. If the team fielding second fails to bowl the revised overs by the
scheduled or re-scheduled close of play, the hours of play shall be
extended subject to conditions of ground, weather and light until
the overs have been bowled or a result achieved, and clause 14 shall
apply. In all reduced overs matches the fielding team will be given one
over's leeway in addition to any time that the umpires might allow for
stoppages. Allowances prior to a stoppage are carried forward for the
purposes of the application of clause 14 only - they do not influence
the recalculated number of overs or the scheduled close of play.

Restrictions on the Placement of Fieldsmen

a. At the instant of delivery there shall not be more than five fieldsmen on the
leg side.

The following additional Fielding restrictions apply to A Grade Twenty20 only

b For the first 6 overs only of each innings, only two fieldsmen are permitted
to be outside the fielding restriction circle.

¢ For the remaining overs of each innings only five fieldsmen are permitted
to be outside the fielding circle at the instant of delivery.

d  The fielding restriction circle will be the same as those used for the WNCL
competition; 23metres.

i.  Two semi-circles drawn on the field of play shall have as their centre
the middle stump at either end of the pitch. The radius of each of the
semi-circles shall be 23metres. The semicircles shall be linked by two
parallel straight lines drawn on the field.

e. There shall be no minimum requirement for stationary fielders.

Team Batting First
In circumstances where the number of overs for the team batting first is

reduced, the number of overs in regard to the restrictions in 6 above shall be
reduced proportionately in a ratio of 6:20 (30%) in accordance with the table
below for that innings only.

Fractions are to be ignored in all calculations re the number of overs. If on
resumption the number of overs for fielding restrictions has already been
exceeded this should take effect immediately.

Laws - No Ball - Penalty

a) WACA Women's Competition Playing Conditions will apply and the penalty
for a No ball will be 1 run.

b) Free Hit After a Foot Fault No Ball

The delivery following a No ball called for a foot fault (Law 24.5) shall be
a free hit for whichever batter is facing it. If the delivery for the free hit
is not a legitimate delivery (any kind of No ball or Wide), then the next
delivery will become a free hit for whichever batter is facing it. For any free
hit, the striker can only be dismissed under the circumstances that apply
for a No ball even if the delivery for the free hit is called a Wide. Changes
to fielding positions are only permitted if a different batsman is on strike
for the free hit delivery.

The bowler's end umpire will signal a free hit by (after the normal No Ball
signal) extending one arm straight upwards and moving it in a circular
motion.

Law 31 - Timed Out

Law 31 will apply except that the incoming batter must be in position to take
guard or for her partner to be ready to receive the next ball within 1 minute
30 seconds of the fall of the previous wicket. The incoming batter is expected
to be ready to make her way to the wicket immediately a wicket falls, and is
expected to jog to the wicket.

Over-Rate Penalties

Al sides are expected to be in position to bowl the first ball of the last of their
20 overs within 1 hr 10 minutes playing time. In the event of them failing to do
NO slow over rate penalties will be applied within the Twenty20 Cup, however
and opposing teams shall record the time taken for these matches and the
WAFCCC will review these reports.

Clubs are asked to stick to the time allowances in order to maintain a "quick"
format of cricket.
